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Proceedings of the 191st Annual Convention of the Diocese of Ohio
November 9-10, 2007
Sawmill Creek, Huron, Ohio

The 1915t Convention of the Diocese of Ohio began with the opening worship at 1:00 p.m.
on November 9, 2007.

The Rt. Rev. Mark Hollingsworth, Jr., Eleventh Bishop of Ohio, called the convention
to order, and the convention was organized for business. Bishop Hollingsworth called on
the Rev. Dr. Brian Wilbert, Secretary of Convention, to report on the quorum.

After the quorum was announced, Bishop Hollingsworth announced the intention of
Convention to be held in various places around the dioceses in future years in addition to
Trinity Commons. He then called upon the Rev. Alan James to make security and
logistical announcements.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon Ms. Priscilla Hayes (St. John’s, Youngstown)
who moved to adopt the Rules of Order, with the following changes: Move item 10
(Report of the Nominating Committee) and Item 11 (The First Ballot) forward to follow
item 6 (the Episcopal Address). She also moved that convention extend the privileges of
the floor to the Christian Formation for All Officer, the Stewardship and Development
Officer, the Communications Officer, the Finance Officer, Assisting Bishops in the
Diocese of Ohio, non-canonically-resident clergy serving as Interim Rector or Priest-In-
Charge in a curé, Lutheran pastors serving in Episcopal Parishes, the Bishop of Tanga,
the Executive Director, the representative of the Ohio Council of Churches, President of
the Diocesan Episcopal Church Women, lay members of the Standing Committee, lay
members of the Diocesan Council, lay members of the Trustees, lay Deputies and
Provisional Deputies to the General Convention, recipients of the Bishop’s Medal, and
Special Youth Representatives. The rules of order were seconded and adopted.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon the Rev. Dr. Brian Wilbert explain voting
procedures and to report parish compliance with the canons. The Rev. Dr. Brian Wilbert
then reported on the following parishes in arrears of their Pension Assessments and are
not incompliance with Title 2, Canon II:

Bishop Hollingsworth then delivered the Episcopal Address.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon the Rev. Conrad Selnick, who made the report
of the Nominating Committee.

Bishop Hollingsworth asked Brian Wilbert if he had received any additional
nominations. Brian Wilbert responded that Justice Johnson (St. Michael’s-in-the-
Hills, Toledo) had been nominated for Judicial Panel in the lay order. Bishop
Hollingsworth then opened the floor for nominations. There being no additional
nominations, Bishop Hollingsworth thanked the Selnick for his work on the Nominating
Committee.

Wilbert then instructed the delegates in the voting procedures, subject to the rule that
all elections shall be decided by a majority vote.

Bishop Hollingsworth then called upon the treasurer, Thomas Austin, to make his
report (see Appendix 1, Report of the Treasurer).



Bishop Hollingsworth called upon the Rev. Meghan Froehlich (Our Saviour,
Akron) who nominated Thomas Austin to serve as Treasurer of the Diocese. With no
nominations from the floor, Mr. Austin was elected by voice vote as treasurer of the
Convention.

Bishop Hollingsworth then called upon the Rev. Francie Hills (St. Andrew’s,
Elyria) to nominate the Rev. Dr. Brian Wilbert to serve as Secretary of Convention.
With no nominations from the floor, Wilbert was elected by voice vote as treasurer of the
Convention.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon the Rev. Gay C. Jennings (St. Timothy,
Macedonia), chair of the Committee on Constitution and Canons to explain the process
for amending the Constitution and Canons. The Committee on Canons is proposing two
amendments to the canons of the Diocese of Ohio. A simple majority of lay and clergy,
voting by house is required for passage. Jennings reminded Convention of model
bylaws, which are required for parishes, and are available to all congregations on the
website. The Rev. Jennings moved that 191st annual Convention accept the report of the
committee on canons with respect to the closing of Trinity Church, Fostoria. The
resolution passed. The proposed Amendment to the Canon 1, Title 9: Of Deputies to the
General Convention was moved, seconded, and passed. The second amendment will be
addressed later.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon Ms. Cheryl Joseph, Mr. Dale Traven, and the
Reverends Alan James, Lisa Hackney, and Brian Suntken for a report on the
Mission Strategy Task Force. (See Mission Strategy Task Force
Recommendation, page xx)

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon the Rev. Stephen Sedgwick (Church of the
Redeemer, Lorain), Chair of the Committee on Resolutions, to make a report. Stephen
Sedgwick determined the order in which the resolutions were to be presented to the
Convention for action. Three resolutions were presented to Convention. He first moved
the adoption of Resolution R2: Youth presence at General Convention. It was amended
to include the words “encouraged to include” in the third resolved. The resolution
passed as amended.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon Mr. Jim Clair and the Rev. Jerry Townsend to
make a report on the Commission on Domestic and Global Mission. They dispersed
funds of $25,000 to several organizations that addressed the MDGs, and included:
Episcopal Relief and Development, Aluu School, Nigeria; CURAMERICAS; Cuttington
University, Liberia; Holy Cross Anglican School, Belize; Los Amigos Episcopales, El
Salvador; Marifiki Global AIDS Ministry, Kenya; and the Diocese of Tanga in Tanzania.

Bishop Hollingsworth then called upon the Rt. Rev. Philip Baji, Bishop of Tanga,
for his address. Bishop Hollingsworth reminded Convention of the longstanding
relationship between the Diocese of Ohio and the Diocese of Tanga, begun under Bishop
John Burt’s episcopate.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon the Rev. Dr. Brian Wilbert for a report on the
First Ballot. Three hundred sixteen votes were cast on the first ballot. Votes required to
elect were 159. On the first ballot, for Diocesan Trustee, John Shelley was elected; for
Diocesan Council in the lay order Charles Billow and Priscilla Hays were elected, in



the clerical order the Rev. Donna Marie, the Rev. Ken Pepin, and the Rev. Dan
Schoonmaker were elected; for Diocesan Judicial Panel, Jane Freeman and Justice
Johnson were elected in the lay order, and the Rev. Carol Evans, the Rev. Evelyn
Manzella, and the Rev. Stephen Sedgwick were elected in the clerical order; for
Cathedral Chapter, Carol Freund was elected in the lay order and the Rev. Albert
Jennings was elected in the clerical order; for Representative to the Ohio Council of
Churches, Dorothy Rieman was elected; for Provincial Synod Deputy, in the lay order
Robert Bennett and Stephen Gracey were elected and the Rev. Conrad Selnick
was elected in the clerical order. For General Convention Deputy, the Rev. Gay
Jennings was elected in the clerical order.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon the Rev. Alan James for any announcements.
Bishop Hollingsworth then declared the Convention to be in recess.

The Convention reconvened Saturday morning, the 10t of November 2007, following the
Convention Eucharist.

Bishop Hollingsworth then called on the Rev. Brian Wilbert to conduct the Second
Ballot. Still to be elected for Standing Committee are one from the lay order and one
from the clerical order; one person for ECSF; and four in the lay order and three in the
clerical order for General Convention.

The bishop then called on the Rev. Gay Jennings, chair of the Committee on
Constitutions and Canons to give the second report of the Committee on Canons. Title 2,
Canon 10: of lay pensions. The resolution was presented to the 190t Convention and was
referred to Committee. The Committee has returned with a revised amendment after
much consideration. The Committee is proposing that congregations that do not provide
a pension for lay employees will still have seat and voice at Convention, but would lose
voting privileges. The Rev Eric Funston moved an amendment striking the last
sentence of section 3 and replacing it with the following language: “upon motion of the
Standing Committee of the Diocese, the Convention may waive this failure by a majority
vote.” The motion was seconded. Funston called the proposed amendment inflexible and
punitive. A motion to continue debate for an additional 10 minutes carried. The
amendment failed. The resolution carried.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon Cheryl Joseph, Dale Traven, and the
Reverends Alan James, Lisa Hackney, and Brian Suntken, for a second report on
the Mission Strategy Task Force. They developed a vision of the Diocese based on the
Diocese’s Mission Statement through extensive interviews throughout the Diocese and
developed 10 recommendations for the next five years to enable the Diocese to act upon
the Mission Statement.

Bishop Hollingsworth then called on Denise Caywood, Bill Joseph, and Martha
Wright for the Report of the Diocesan Communications Committee. The
Communications Committee offers websites to all parishes who want them, and also
offers advertising for parishes and college ministry.

Kate Gillooly reported on the work of the Lay Professional Committee, a committee of
the Commission on Ministry. They have three goals: to strengthen communications
among lay professionals within the diocese, to advocate for the needs of lay



professionals, and to provide support and education to conduct ministries more
effectively.

Bishop Hollingsworth then welcomed the senior seminarians at Convention: Diana
Carroll (Yale); Matt Humm (VTS); and the newly ordained to the priesthood: the Rev.
Judith Alexis, curate at Trinity Cathedral, the Rev. Joy Caires, chaplain at Rainbow
Babies and Children’s Hospital; the Rev. Jeremiah Williamson, assistant rector at St.
John’s, Youngstown; the Rev. Jeff Baker, deacon-in-charge at St. Stephen’s shared
ministry in Steubenville and East Liverpool; and the Rev. Beth Scriven, who is doing
advanced work at Seabury-Western. He also welcomed new clergy to the diocese: the
Rev. Kip Colgrove (Interim, St. James'’s, Painesville), the Rev. Elizabeth Hoster
(rector, Trinity, Toledo), the Rev. Ken Pepin (rector, St. Timothy's, Perrysburg), the
Rev. Mark Pruitt (rector, St. Paul’s, Akron; the Rev. Deborah Rankin (rector, St.
John’s Cuyahoga Falls), the Rev. Kay Ashby (St. Matthew’s, Ashland), and the Rev.
Percy Grant, Christians Vocations Officer on the Bishop’s staff.

Clergy who retired during the past year were also announced and thanked for their
service. These included: the Rev. John Keller, the Rev. Lynn McCallum, the Rev.
Ralph Pitman, the Rev. Stephen Pressey, and the Rev. Terry Russell.

Bishop Hollingsworth made the following appointments to the Commission on

Bishop Hollingsworth also reappointed Linda Martin as presiding chair of the
Commission on Ministry.

He then called upon the Rev. Brian Wilbert for the results of the second ballot, and the
casting of the third ballot.

The total number of votes cast in the second ballot was 312; with 157 needed to elect.
Results of the Second Ballot: for Standing Committee, Patricia Kilpatrick was elected
in the lay order and the Rev. Dr. Paul Board was elected in the clerical order; for
General Convention Deputy, Stephen Gracey, Sam Mc Donald, and Susannah
Perkinson were elected in the lay order, and the Rev. Dr. Brian Wilbert was elected
in the clerical order.

The Bishop then thanked all those who have served on Committees and Commissions
and whose terms have expired. These include: John Shelley, Trustee; Tom Green,
and the Rev. Dr. Brian Wilbert, Standing Committee; Jane Freeman, the Rev. Keith
Owen, the Rev. Susan Russell, Liz Wrona, Bill Joseph, Jean Parke, and Gene
Stacy from Diocesan Council; Dave Davies, the Rev. Margaret d’Anieri, Kate
Gillooly, Robbin Harvey, and the Rev. Francie Hills from the Commission on



Ministry; Julia Dominick, Mary Hickey, Bill Joseph, the Rev. Evelyn Manzella,
the Rev. Peg Sammons, and Gene Stacy from Episcopal Community Services.

Bishop Hollingsworth declared a recess for lunch. The Caucuses of Deaneries elected
deanery representatives.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon the Rev. Marie Phillips to make a report on the
diaconate, and she introduced the new class of deacons. They are: Josh Butler, Our
Saviour, Akron; Ann Pillot, St. Paul’s, Cleveland Heights; Jane Trager, Christ Church,
Oberlin; and Judy Watson, St. Paul’s, Cleveland Heights. She described their
coursework and mentoring. The Committee on the Diaconate first discerned a new vision
for the diaconate and then developed an appropriate curriculum.

The bishop then called on the Rev. Peter Nielsen and Janet Smart to make a report
on the Hunger and Homelessness Task Force. Member were introduced: The Rev. Carol
Duncan, Lydia Bailey, Kristi Ballenger, Judy Cayman, the Rev. Kirby Colwell,
the Rev. Barbara Maxwell, Jack Ream, and the Rev. Jane Wells. They are
developing action plans and strategies for each parish to combat hunger and
homelessness.

Bishop Hollingsworth called on Mr. Dale Traven, and Mr. John Wolper to make
a Report on Diocesan Flood Assistance in Findlay and Shelby. Trinity, Findlay, had only
$50,000 worth of damage thanks to the quick work of parishioners Rob Fox, who was
at the church at the time. The Diocese sent a grant of $18,000 for the deductible and
insurance paid the rest. Donations from many organizations and churches followed,
including: St. Paul’s, Cleveland Heights, the Bishop’s Fund, work crews from St. Paul'’s,
Maumee, Christ Church, Warren, Trinity Cathedral, St. Paul’s, Put-in-Bay, Old Trinity,
Tiffin.

Bishop Hollingsworth called for the reports filed by title on the following:

Bishop Hollingsworth invited the Rev. Rebecca Tollefson, Executive Director of
Ohio Council of Churches to address the Convention.

The bishop called on the Rev. Kelly O’Connell to report on the Bishop’s Bike Ride,
which went from Xenia to Hudson, learning about the Underground Railroad. Riders
were ages 16 to 76. The money raised is for youth mission trips and is a way to connect
with parishes throughout the Diocese.

Susan McDonald then reported on the Diocesan Youth Mission Trips, which were
funded by the bike ride. The Rev. Jeremiah Williamson described the Youngstown



Initiative, which gives youth the opportunity to do community work in the Youngstown
area for a weekend or a few days. Jack Martin described a trip to Washington with
youth and Anastasia Cunningham discussed a mission trip to Alaska.

Bishop Hollingsworth then called on Mr. John Shelley to report on the work of the
Diocesan Trustees. They are responsible for the management and stewardship of the
assets of the Diocese of Ohio. Primarily, that includes looking after the Joint Investment
Fund, which is invested in stocks, bonds, and money market instruments. Most of the
money is for the Diocese and its programs, and most of it is restricted. Some of it is also
money from parishes to invest on their behalf. Make distributions by the use of a
spending rule. The trustees use outside consultants for their various investments, and
also are mindful of socially responsible investing by working with a special committee.
The trustees are conducting a top to bottom review of investment policies, investments
managers, and the spending rule, which was lowered from 5% to 4.5%.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon Mr. Lee Irving, a member of the Diocesan
Finance Committee, to present and then move for adoption the 2008 Program and
Budget. Bishop Hollingsworth asked for a second before a debate (See page xx). The
proposed budget was moved, seconded, and adopted.

Bishop Hollingsworth called upon the Rev. Stephen Sedgwick, Chair of the
Committee on Resolutions, to make a second report. Resolution 1is on Minimum Clergy
Consultation for 2008, which is a required resolution. He moved the adoption of
Resolution 1, which was seconded and adopted. Resolution 3 was then introduced,
“Opposition to the Institutions of Slavery and Human Trafficking,” asking that the
Diocese establish a Task Force to report to the 1937 Convention. Resolution 3 was
moved, seconded, and passed.

Bishop Hollingsworth called on the secretary to announce the results of the third
ballot. Three hundred votes were cast. Persons were elected by a plurality. For the
Episcopal Community Services Development Council, the Rev. Evelyn Manzella was
elected in the clerical order; for General Convention Deputy, Bill Joseph was elected in
the lay order and the Rev. Alan James and the Rev. Conrad Selnick were elected in
the clerical order.

Bishop Hollingsworth then asked the Convention if there was any unfinished
business. There being none, he called upon the Rev. Stephen Sedgwick, who
presented the Resolutions of Courtesy.

Bishop Hollingsworth asked for a motion to adjourn. The motion was seconded, and
Bishop Hollingsworth declared the 191st Annual Convention of the Episcopal Diocese of
Ohio adjourned.

Convention Address

Preface
Sisters and brothers in Christ,

As a preface to my address this afternoon, | want to say a very few words about the larger
Church. The challenges of being in relationship to one another in The Episcopal Church and the
Anglican Communion are important ones with real consequences to real people on all sides of
every issue. They involve people of genuine faith and calling as Christians and Episcopalians,
some of whom feel left out, left behind, and unvalued, and whose place in the Church feels to
them threatened. This is equally true of dedicated Christians on opposite sides of the issues of
the day. Itis important that we never cease seeking to find ways to be reconciled to one another
as the children of one God, sisters and brothers of the same Christ. It is equally important that
we not allow these challenges to distract us from the mission to which we are called as
Christians. Far too much time, money, and energy is being spent on internecine struggles over
property and assets that ought to be employed in the godly service of healing the creation. Too
many diocesan conventions are focused on whether and how to relate to the rest of the Church,
or how to position themselves for or protect themselves from some future division or dissention.

I want to assure you that | am doing everything available to me to be engaged productively in
these issues, at diocesan, denominational, and communion levels, on behalf of each of you and
your congregations, regardless of where on the theological or ecclesiological spectrum you may
stand. With the wise companionship of the Assisting Bishops and the invaluable support of the
Chancellor, I continue trying to carry out my fiduciary and canonical responsibilities as Bishop
of all of the Diocese of Ohio, at the same time seeking to avoid expensive, unnecessary, and
hurtful solutions if at all possible.

In that same spirit, it is my intention that this address and this Convention focus on what we
can do as a diocese to strengthen the body of Christ and attain the unity which I believe God is
offering us, a unity of reconciled people undeterred by irreconcilable differences, who, like our
spiritual forbearers in the Gospels, are not expected to be of one mind on all things but to be of
one heart serving on behalf of all people. | am not unaware of the realities facing ours and other
denominations at this time in the life of the Church, but neither am I afraid of them. And | am
committed to being responsive to but undistracted by them as we move forward into all of the
opportunity and possibility that our infinitely generous God puts before us.

So | invite you to join me in these next two days and beyond, exploring together all that we can
do to build up the Church that we all love, to the end that we might help Christ heal the world, as
God dreams for us to do.

Two weekends ago | spent part of Saturday afternoon at the Diocesan Youth Event held at Christ
Church, Warren, listening to the participants reflect on their day of volunteer service at eight
sites in the Youngstown Deanery. | was quite privileged and inspired to hear them talk openly
with me and one another about the experiences they had shared that day, especially as they
spoke of where and how they had experienced God in that service to others. These teens and
adults had spent the better part of the day visiting with residents in nursing homes, constructing
a public art gallery at a mall, building a Habitat house, organizing great quantities of food for
distribution from a central warehouse to area feeding centers, learning about epilepsy, and other
projects. And when they described the product of their efforts they spoke not so much about
how it benefited others, but about what it did for them, how it changed them, how it made them
more whole. They talked about how, in rolling up their sleeves on behalf of others, they were
knit together as a more intimate and distinct community themselves. They described how, in
collaborating on common tasks, the things that had previously differentiated themselves from
one another seemed to disappear. They spoke quite unselfconsciously about the feeling that
when they worked together God was moving among them, and their reflection reminded me of
Jesus’ promise that where two or three are gathered together in his name, he will be in their
midst. They described how the people whom they served, whether individuals physically with
them that day or folks they never met but on whose behalf they were working, helped them see
themselves more clearly, gave them a greater self-awareness. They talked with me about the
Baptismal vow in which we promise with God’s help to “seek and serve Christ in all persons,”
and how, when we genuinely do that, the Christ in those persons heals us and makes us whole.

Though they were tired from their work and from sleeping on a church floor the night before,
they explored with a patient and generous companionship the things that God had been offering
them in their service on behalf of others, in their companionship with one another, and in their
relationship with God. They talked about what it means to be the Body of Jesus. When | asked
them how important this sort of day was to them, they, in their own quite practical terms, talked
about its importance to others and to themselves, and how servanthood heals and makes whole
both the servant and the served. They are natural theologians, and theological reflection came
quite naturally to them, once they found that their own vocabulary was sufficient and their
experiences not unique.

For an hour these servant leaders talked about service and theological reflection, and how both
are disciplines essential to our being disciples. Their message to me and to all of us was clear.
These are two things that the Church ought to be about: working together to heal the world
through our service to others, and helping one another explore what God is making of us in that
service. When | asked them what they would have me pass along to this convention regarding
service and reflection, they replied as only the Nike generation would, “Tell them, ‘Just do it.”

I am very much persuaded that they are correct. And the good news is that across the Diocese of
Ohio we are doing mission work, and doing a lot of it. The Commission on Global and Domestic
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Mission compiled this summer a voluminous Mission Inventory that catalogues the work of
congregations and communicants reaching out in service to others, locally and afar. In it you
are able to find parishes who are doing mission work similar to what you may be doing or
wanting to do, can provide support and expertise, perhaps even collaborate as mission partners.
By it we can observe the movement of the Holy Spirit and discern how to improve our mission
work by doing more things together. My favorite revelation of the Mission Inventory was
finding that three mission projects — undertaken by St. Michael’s in the Hills, Toledo, St. Paul’s,
Akron, and the combined effort of Harcourt Parish, Gambier and St. Paul’s, Mt. Vernon — have
made substantial contributions to work in Liberia, and not one was aware of the other two! In
addition, | serve on the Advisory Council of the Friends of Cuttington College in Monrovia. Ina
tangible way this constitutes a diocesan relationship of a grassroots sort. | have since learned
that parishes in the Diocese of Southern Ohio also have current mission work in Liberia,
opening up for us opportunities for mission partnerships we have yet to explore.

Six weeks ago the same Commission on Global and Domestic Mission sponsored a diocesan
Mission Summit, hosted not far from here at Grace Church, Sandusky, at which more than a
third of our congregations presented displays of their mission endeavors and a number of
communicants gave personal examples of the service in which they participate. We talked in
small groups about the transformational power of servant ministry and the spiritual conversion
it brings us. And we began to make connections, finding ways to work together across parochial
boundaries, identifying companions to help with work we are doing and finding programs
already underway where collaborative support would make a significant contribution. In effect
we found that every mission effort has the potential to be truly a “diocesan” mission, involving
more than one parish and weaving strong the fabric of the Diocese.

This past summer at least eight Youth Mission trips were undertaken by parishes partnered in
mission. More young people from our congregations were engaged in mission than ever before.
The 2006 Bishop’s Bike Ride, from Columbus to Cleveland, was successful in raising enough
money so that any young person desiring to go on a mission trip would be able to, as long as the
group included participants from more than one parish. This year, the twenty cyclists traveled
more than 270 miles along Underground Railroad routes from Xenia to Hudson, and again we
raised funds to ensure the participation of all interested young communicants of the Diocese in
mission trips in the coming year. Next summer we will ride the width of the Diocese, from
Defiance to Alliance — can you beat that? — to fund youth mission efforts for 2009. The Bike
Ride itself is a mission effort that serves to bring together congregations in common service,
through riders and the parishes that host us along the way, and the funds raised further knit us
together in mission as they require congregations to collaborate as partners in order to receive
support. From Alaska to Kentucky the young people of this Diocese rolled up their sleeves in the
service of others, and in so doing the differences that may have otherwise differentiated them or
the congregations from which they come disappeared so that God’s work could be done without
obstruction. They provided a lesson for us all, and they will report on their work tomorrow.

Later in this Convention you will hear the report of the Commission on Global and Domestic
Mission guiding us in mission service that knits us together with others and with one another.
As well you will hear from the Mission Strategy Task Force, whose hard work over the last 18
months has brought them clarity about our common life, as they describe in four areas:
Congregational Vitality, Parish Collaboration, Diocesan Collaboration, and Discipleship. Itis
significant that two of these address our collaborative service as the body of Christ. The Task
Force will challenge us to a deeper commitment, both by specific missional relationships and by
proportion of budget allocation in the coming years.



The Diocese of Ohio has an instructive history in mission partnerships. As | wrote after visiting
this summer with Bishop Burt, more than 30 years ago this diocese collaborated with what was
then the Diocese of Tanga and Zanzibar to build the St. Barnabas Center, at the Cathedral in
Korogwe, Tanzania. Itis a wonderful privilege to have with us at this Convention the Bishop of
Tanga, the Rt. Rev. Dr. Philip P. Baji. | look forward to hearing him later this afternoon describe
the history and impact of that collaboration over the last three decades and its role today in the
life of the Diocese of Tanga. The Diocesan Council at its last meeting affirmed the
recommendation of the Commission on Global and Domestic Mission to commit a portion of
our 0.7% Millennium Development Goal allocation to the mission projects of the Diocese of
Tanga, to which we will add half of the offering at tomorrow’s Convention Eucharist. Meredith
Bowen of St. Paul’s, Cleveland Heights, and our eldest child, Sophie, visited a number of these
projects last summer with Bishop Philip. There they found ministries of great mercy that might
benefit much from a renewed companionship as mission partners. (You may be interested to
know that the city of Tanga in the Diocese of Tanga is a sister city to the city of Toledo, Ohio.
Bishop Philip will be spending a couple of days in Toledo following this convention, getting to
know this part of our diocese better.)

At the same time, the Rev. Collins Asonye has recently returned from another trip to Aluu,
Nigeria where he has overseen a second stage of developing the Christian Education building
and retail stalls at St. Paul’'s Church, supported by our parish contributions and funds from the
diocesan MDG allocation. On the projection screen you can see a photograph of the Sunday
school building in 2005, when Collins and | visited Aluu. It is a makeshift building of
corrugated tin that hardly protects from either heat or cold, behind which you can see the
abandoned attempt to build a proper facility. Here is how it looks today. The education
building, now outfitted with windows and doors, can securely house educational materials and
other resources protected from the weather, as well as provide safe classrooms for learning. The
retail stalls now rent space to two hair salons, a small market, a seamstress and dress-maker, a
land survey and building design office, and a motorcycle repair shop. Thus, the stalls both
provide modest income to the church and support the small industries of the village.

While the focus of this year’s Diocesan Convention is serving, it is not at the neglect of growing
and giving. In order to live a full life of service as congregations and as a diocese, we will need to
continue to grow spiritually and to give sacrificially.

Spiritual growth

Having this summer completed a full, three-year visitation cycle, | have had the opportunity
now to talk with lay leaders and candidates for confirmation, reception, and reaffirmation in
every parish of the Diocese. One of the things that has struck me, and has been affirmed by both
Bishop Williams and Bishop Bowman, is how seldom | find that our communicants have a
discipline of prayer and, equally alarming, a context in which to talk about their prayer lives
with others. Too many of us lack a practical guide for our prayer life, and we don’t feel
comfortable asking someone else how it’s going for them.

It seems to me essential that Christians have some sort of daily discipline to their spiritual lives,
and with it the companionship of others with whom to check it out, and | have wondered what
sort of common practice might encourage us to develop these. To that end | have asked Susan
McDonald, whose responsibilities now include Christian Formation and Lifelong Learning, to
work with three or four others at my invitation in developing a simple, diocesan rule of life. This
could serve as a baseline for us, a beginning practice that any and all could do, a daily formula
for listening for God that we could undertake and explore together. Such a rule or common
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practice would break through the spiritual isolation that so many experience and, because all
would be sharing the same discipline, we might become less inhibited about talking to each
other about it.

My hope is that we can develop and provide such a diocesan rule of life by Ash Wednesday, and
offer it as a common Lenten discipline throughout the diocese. Should it prove beneficial, it
might become a shared discipline for Inquirers’ and Confirmation Classes, and for vestries and
commissions and other leadership groups. | tell you about it now in hopes that you will look
forward to it, commit yourself to trying it, and exercise leadership about it when the great fast of
Lent begins.

Sacrificial giving

At the same time, it is critical that we continue to develop the financial health of the Diocese in
order that we can sustain our missional and spiritual growth.

Through a strategic restructuring of the Bishop’s Staff we have been learning to work effectively
with a smaller team, employing fewer program staff members and redistributing support staff.
Two examples:

- Where we once had two full-time bishops, each supported by an administrative assistant,
we now have only one, who shares the extraordinary support of Eva Cole with the
Executive Officer. Itis important to point out that this would not be possible without
Alan and Eva’s exceptional gifts, nor without the invaluable companionship of our two
Assisting Bishops. To Nancy, David, Lynette, and Arthur | offer ceaseless thanks.

- Aswell, not long before I arrived here, the Finance Office had two program staff and four
support staff positions. It now has one program and two support staff, whose
exceptional work is attested to by the Trustees, Finance Committee, Council, Treasurer,
and auditors.

Across the staff we are working to do more with less. A half dozen years ago the diocesan staff
totaled 20 — 11 program and 9 support. Today it totals 15 — 8 program and 7 support. The 2008
Budget which will be presented to you tomorrow accommodates a personnel budget for the
Bishop’s Staff that is less than 1% greater than that of the 2003 Budget, five years ago. That is
particularly remarkable when you consider that our health insurance premiums have increased
by between 91 and 95% over the same period of time - almost doubling - and now account for
14% of the personnel line item. Maintaining this level of spending on personnel in order to
increase funding for program can only be accomplished by continually expanding capacity
through the work of committees, commissions, and volunteers, the benefits of which to mission
and community you will hear articulated in the Mission Strategy Task Force’s report.

Tomorrow you will also hear from the Trustees of the Diocese about an aggressive commitment
to increase the invested assets of the Diocese by both growth and gift, reducing the spending
rule, engaging superior investment management, and working with me to increase the corpus
with current and planned gifts. | have initiated conversations with other dioceses exploring the
possibility of pooling investment funds in order to enhance our combined investing power and
attract exceptional management at lower fee rates. If we are successful in these strategies we
will improve what is already a strong Joint Investment Fund performance for individual parish
investments.

However, we cannot achieve financial vitality as a Church by lean staffing and sound investment
alone, and we cannot support a vibrant mission life on yesterday’s resources. Our common life
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of service requires of us continued growth in giving, both so that we have the resources to
accomplish the ministries we yearn to do, and so that we exercise the sacrificial muscles by
which we give our whole selves to God, becoming increasingly fit for the mission of Christ.

I am heartened by the response of so many to the Bishop’s Annual Appeal. As of today we have
had some 600 participants contribute over $21,000, or 84% of our hoped-for total. Next week
the end-of-year mailing will go out, the brochure for which is included in your convention
packets. | have confidence that we can reach the $250,000 goal. The Bishop’s Appeal funds the
Episcopal Community Services Foundation’s grants to parish based ministries to the poor and
disenfranchised, and underwrites critical initiatives like college work, internships for high
school and college students, seminarians, and recent ordinands, and youth mission trips. Itis
the only vehicle by which individuals can directly contribute funds to the annual work of the
Diocese. | personally sign each letter of thanks sent in acknowledgement of a gift to the Appeal.
Itis a practice that allows me to hold every donor in prayer, and | am awed by the discipline of
giving that is reflected by all who join this effort. | ask that, as clergy and elected lay leaders in
your congregations, you go home from here and offer encouragement and companionship to
your fellow communicants in responding to the Appeal. There are almost 24,000 baptized
members in the Diocese of Ohio, 40 times the number of participants to date. Imagine what we
could do if each of us gave something!

Likewise am I inspired by the number of people who have joined the Sterling Newell Society by
making a planned or endowment gift to the Diocese of Ohio. A considerable amount of the
ministry we do today in formation, congregational development, and mission programs across
the Diocese, is made possible by people who died generations ago and had the foresight to invest
in the future of a Church they would not live to see. By gifts of every size, they prepared to give
some of their treasure over to God just as they prepared to ultimately surrender their lives to
God. You and I have the opportunity and responsibility to do the same, and | believe that such
gifts are calisthenics for our everyday giving of ourselves to God and contribute immensely to
our spiritual development and fitness.

The culture of giving in the Diocese of Ohio is growing every day. While in some places
attendance and numbers of pledges may have decreased in the last ten years, the amount
pledged in parish stewardship campaigns has increased well ahead of inflation and the cost of
living. 1 am counting on your leadership to continue growing that culture of giving with me so
that our spiritual descendants generations hence will benefit from our faithful investment in
their future.

Serving others

When | read the 25t chapter of Matthew’s gospel | am always struck that those whom Jesus
describes in his parable of judgment as “the righteous” have no such self-awareness. “When did
we do that to you?” they ask. “Whenever you did it to anyone,” Jesus answers. In Jesus’ eyes,
the righteous are not people of moral or ethical certitude, they are people of mercy, of action on
behalf of others, people who become whole and holy by taking others into their care, into the
work of their hearts, into their very selves, people who become whole because those others,
whoever they are, are always Jesus, “... as you did it to one of the least of these... you did it to
me.”

That is at the heart of the penultimate vow in the Baptismal Covenant, “Will you seek and serve

Christ in all persons, loving your neighbor as yourself?” When we promise, “I will, with God’s
help,” we accept that the help of God will challenge and stretch us, that it will push us to
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embrace people we find it difficult to tolerate and make ourselves open to those who may even
threaten and anger us. But it is through them, Jesus promises, that we will be made whole.
They will make us bigger people because, as unlikely as it may sometimes seem, they are Christ-
bearers to us. The reign of God breaks into this world whenever we seek Jesus in all others and
serve him through serving them.

The life of faithful service is one by which we are reconciled to God and to one another in Christ.
It requires of us an active seeking of Jesus in all others, and an opening up of ourselves to them
as an opening up of ourselves to Christ himself, indeed to the Christ in them. Serving Jesus in
others, we are made one as servants and served, and together we grow into “the full stature of
Christ.” In Jesus’ prayer for this, no one is left out. We are all made one as he and the Father
are one. May that be always our prayer as well, and may it guide us ever deeper into that unity
with all of creation for which the Trinity yearns.

It remains a great privilege to serve you and serve with you, as together we serve all of God'’s
beloved as the heart, hands, and voice of the risen Christ, to whom we give glory and honor, now
and forever. Amen.

My responsibility is to report on:

» The financial condition of the Diocese,

Joint Investment Fund

* The Joint Investment Fund or JIF is a “pooled investment fund” overseen by the
Trustees of the Diocese.

* It provides two investment options:

o0 The Balanced Fund consists of equities and fixed income securities and is
most appropriate for long-term investments such as endowment funds.

0 The Money Market Fund is appropriate for short-term investment
accounts, where an objective is no risk to principal.

» Balanced Fund
o0 As of September 30t, participant balanced in the Fund total $35,940,140.
o Itincluded 243 separate accounts: 144 of these were Diocesan, 90 were
accounts of the 43 participating parishes, and the remaining 9 were
accounts of Episcopal institutions.

Summary of All Revenue/Expenses

» This report provides a summary of ALL revenues and expenses of the Diocese
through September 30t this year and for the entire calendar year 2006.

» Receipts totaled $4,270,929 and expenses $3,389,819, for a net surplus of
$879,223 for the nine month period.

 Investment gains added $354,390 in receipts, with $290,574 of this amount
accruing to the endowment fund.

Funding Our Work Together

To understand the limitations and opportunities of our financial position, let’s
look at the makeup of our funding. The three largest sources of support are
assessments, investments and gifts from individuals and foundations.

» Support from parishes under our diocesan canon is tied to the overall
rate of change in parish budgets and has been declining slightly over the
past three years.

0 While we could increase the assessment rates or change the
tier structure to provide additional resources, for most of our
parishes, meeting the present requirements is already a
challenge.

* Investment income is tied to interest rates and stock market
performance. The source of funds invested is, for the most part,
historical funds given by Episcopalians that came before us. The Legacy
Campaign has contributed some growth but much is in the form of
pledges and won’t impact our program until received and invested.
There is opportunity through planned giving to expand this base
significantly over time.



* Annual gifts from our members and foundations have received greater
emphasis in recent years and grown, through the annual ECSF
campaign, the Bishop Appeal, Cedar Hills camp scholarships, and
amounts for Millennium Development Goal projects. There is potential
for additional growth where the use of the funds engages our members
in mission.

 Direct giving for immediate needs and building Endowment and Capital
resources to strengthen our future needs to be a priority.

Parish Support for Diocesan Program

» Looking specifically at funding for Diocesan program, please refer to the report
on the next page titled “Program Budget Report”.

* This is a summary of the performance of the Diocesan Program or Operating
Fund overseen by Diocesan Council.

» Receipts of parish support payments exceed the prior year’s receipts through
September 30t. On a year-to-date basis through September 30t, we have
received $1,670,993, which is 65% of our budget.

» With slow payments caught up as convention approached, we are on track and
should finish close to last year’s actual receipts of $2.4 million.

Program Summary: Actual vs. Budget

» Total receipts YTD 9/30/2007 exceeded the same period in 2006 by over
$165,000. Total expenses for nine months were $116,000 lower than the same
period in 2006.

e Transfers in 2007 exceed those in 2006 by over $166K.

» The resulting deficit is $105K this year versus a deficit of $220K last year.

» A deficit through the first nine months of the year is typical due to the timing of
assessment receipts.

Statement of Financial Position

» As of September 30, 2007

0 We reported net assets totaling over $40.2 million, of which $25.2
million are invested in endowment funds.

o0 Custodial funds, which are funds restricted for a specific purpose,
were over $12.2 million.

0 The remaining $2.75 million of net assets are unrestricted and
available for use in Diocesan operations.

o Liabilities consist primarily of long-term pledges from the Legacy
Campaign due to Trinity Cathedral and current payables.

Parish Reporting Compliance-Parochial Reports and Audits

» Another requirement of the treasurer at each convention is to report on parish
compliance with Diocesan and national canons, which require congregations to
submit regular reports.

» Parochial reports were due March 1st. To date, reports from 84 parishes have
been received, and the remaining 13 are outstanding.

* Audits reports by committee are due June 1st, while CPA audits and those done
by the Diocesan audit team were due by July 15t. To date, 67 parishes have
submitted audit reports, leaving 30 audits outstanding.

Compliance with Lay Pension Plan canon
» Parishes are also required to report on compliance with Title 11, Canon 16
which requires parishes with lay employees working more than 1000 hours per
year provide a pension plan which is at least equivalent to that provided by the
Church Pension Fund.
» Reports have been received from only 50 parishes
» Atotal of 161 lay employees were reported. Of this number, 52 were eligible to
participate and 49 of those were enrolled in a plan.
Compliance with national & Diocesan Canons — Final thoughts
» There are many parishes that must take these reporting requirements more

seriously. We will be addressing these matters more assiduously this coming
year.

Commission on Ministry

Report to the 1915t Annual Convention
October 27, 2006 — November 8, 2007

Purpose Statement:
The purpose of the Commission on Ministry is to advise and assist the Bishop in the work of
discernment, formation and support for persons in Holy Orders and Lay Professionals in
the Diocese of Ohio.

The Bishop is the chair of the COM, but he appoints a member of the COM to serve as the
presiding chair in his absence. | have served as presiding chair since the 189t Diocesan
Convention. The Bishop appoints eight clergy and eight laypersons to serve as members of
the Commission for four-year terms. Two clergy and two laypersons are appointed each
year at Convention. All COM members serve on at least one committee.

The Commission as a whole met five times: in November, January, March, May and
September of 2006-2007. Pat Konopka served as our Secretary. Much of the work of the
Commission is done by seven committees, which meet separately to accomplish their work
and then report to the COM. The committees are:

» Vocational Discernment (for all orders)

* Committee on the Priesthood

» Committee on the Diaconate

* Families of Clergy and Lay Professionals

» Continuing Education, and Sabbatical Grant Review and Clergy
Compensation

» Lay Professionals

e Systemic Barriers (This is a joint committee of the COM and the Commission
to End Racism.)

A committee structure has been in place for seven years, and these particular committees
have been in place for two years. For the most part this works well. Leadership for the
committees comes from COM members (with the exception of the Systemic Barriers).
Committee membership is made up of COM members and other lay and ordained people
from across the Diocese.

Since last Convention, the Commission conducted interviews with postulants and
candidates for candidacy, the transitional diaconate and the priesthood. With assistance
from the office of the Assistant to the Bishop for Ministry Development, five Vocations
Committees were formed for applicants for the priesthood in 2007. The COM sponsored a
Bishop’s Advisory Committee on Applicants for the Ministry (BACAM) weekend, which
combined applicants for the priesthood and diaconate. Combining the two was a hew
approach, and it worked very well. The COM also sponsored a Seminarian Gathering at
Cedar Hills, which included a new financial component for the seminarians. There was a
Ministry Discernment Day, a dinner with new postulants. There were two ordinations to the
transitional diaconate, one of the deacons is serving in the diocese and the other is in
graduate school. In 2007, the COM put together the first three-day, two-night Clergy
Conference with Diana Butler Bass as presenter and Frank Griswold as chaplain. This was
well received both for the educational component and the time to be with colleagues. The




COM and the Standing Committee have made some good progress on communications and
defining their roles in regards to those in the ordination process. Also, Mary Carson and
three members of the COM attended the Province V COM gathering in Detroit in December.

VOCATIONAL DISCERNMENT COMMITTEE serves to empower all people, especially
laity, to be spiritual leaders. Thirty-four people attended the Discernment Day the
committee offered, and it was well received. The committee also took a retreat in June to be
in thought and prayer together about their ministry and to plan for the future.

COMMITTEE ON THE PRIESTHOOD created a document, “The Support of Seminarians
and their Families,” and it was sent to the parishes that sponsor seminarians. A revised “A
Guide for Applicants to the Priesthood” is in draft form and awaiting approval. The
committee was involved with the Bishop in planning the Clergy Conference.

COMMITTEE ON THE DIACONATE began discernment meetings with several applicants,
resulting in four individuals identified with vocations to the diaconate that clearly match the
new guidelines identified in 2006. The four took an on-line course over the summer of 2007
and began their formation and academic curriculum this fall. The class will continue
through 2009. The Committee continues to offer informational meetings and education to
the diocese to raise the awareness of the ministry of the deacon and to recruit, discern and
call viable aspirants.

FAMILIES OF CLERGY AND LAY PROFESSIONALS the COM decided it does not have the
human resources for this committee and intended to ask those involved to “self organize,”
but they were never approached about this.

CONTINUING EDUCATION AND SABBATICAL GRANT REVIEW AND CLERGY
COMPENSATION introduced a change to Continuing Education and Sabbatical Grant
guidelines, which the COM approved. Now part-time or hon-stipendiary lay and ordained
persons may receive up to 2/3 of the cost of continuing ed programs. One layperson and 14
clergy received continuing ed grants since last convention. A 2% increase in the clergy
salary package was proposed for 2008.

LAY PROFESSIONAL COMMITTEE has focused on encouraging every congregation to
participate in the Church Pension Group’s national census and survey of lay church
employees. They are also planning a day of nurture with the Bishop for lay professionals.

SYSTEMIC BARRIERS COMMITTEE was formed in the summer of 2006. It is a joint
committee of the Commission to End Racism and the COM. Their initial task was to
respond to a Resolution to Study Systemic Barriers to the Ordination Process, especially in
relation to women and people of color. They have concluded that in the Diocese of Ohio,
there are few barriers to women, but obviously we have very few people of color serving in
this diocese. There is much work to be done, and the chair had to resign. The Commission
to End Racism has also not been active. To continue their work, the Committee feels they
need more leadership and diocesan staff support.

The 2008 budget approved by the COM in May and submitted to Diocesan Council was
similar to previous years. It may be seen in the Convention Handbook.

In the summer of 2007 we said goodbye to the Rev. Mary Carson, who served for seven and
a half years as Assistant to the Bishop for Ministry Development and the staff person to the
COM. Mary now serves as Associate Executive Director of Lutheran Chaplaincy Service in
Cleveland.

Cedar Hills, the Camp and Conference Center of the Diocese of Ohio
Report to the 191st Convention
October 27, 2006 - November 8, 2007

Meetings and Officers:

In 2004, the Diocese of Ohio elected to disband the Cedar Hills Advisory Board and the
Executive Director, The Rev. Peter W. Nielsen, 111, now reports directly to the Office of the
Bishop, Diocesan Council, and the Diocesan Treasurer’s Office to accomplish routine reporting,
fiduciary responsibility, as well as, to engage others in the operational and developmental issues
of Cedar Hills as it pertains to property, personnel and program.

Program

The ministry of Cedar Hills is primarily twofold with nine months of the year invested in
hospitality ministry and three months of the year devoted to Camp Cedar Hills. In the months
of September through May, 47 groups, representing 2104 guest/days, utilized Cedar Hills to
provide their housing and food services supporting their personal program of vestry retreats,
recreation or educational events or retreats oriented to spiritual growth and renewal. Cedar
Hills, residing at the center of Lake Deanery, also sponsored local parish and deanery
programming. The Lenten program, A Retreat in Daily Life, offered in 2007 engaged 100
participants from five congregations.

Camp Cedar Hills, takes place in the months of June through August, and engages in excess of
400 people in weeklong sessions totaling 2604 guest days. This year hundreds of campers
received the opportunity to work with peers, and adults of varying ages, to discover that they are
loved, lovable and capable of loving another. The program provided approximately 70 contact
hours per participant, or 38,000 contact hours collectively. All participants, of all ages, were
challenged to grow in their relationship with God, and each other, and explore how they might
grow, give and serve in their neighborhoods, schools, homes and churches. We are truly blessed
in that this opportunity presents the equivalent contact hours a child would typically get in two
years of Sunday school.

This ministry holds great opportunity, as well as, great responsibility. However, growth is
limited by the minimized staffing configuration and inherent facility limitations at Cedar Hills.

Property

Cedar Hills' property consists of 191 beautifully wooded acres with many trails and primitive
campsites, recreational fields and eight buildings that support program. This past year major
property related issues were:

» The harvesting of 600 diseased / dying trees that were sold and the proceeds used to support
capital repairs and property clean-up;

» Before year end, we expect to be drilling two gas wells, the proceeds from which will help
defray operating costs and assist with exploring sustainable and affordable energy options
for the future operation of the center;

» Replacement of roofs on the Lodge, Apartment, Director’'s House, Recreation Center and
Maintenance Garage

e The purchase of a new GMC pick-up truck including a new plow and salter

* Rebuilding of the retaining wall at the deliveries entrance to the Lodge



» Materials to assist in responding to a recently done energy audit that has both significant
financial and environmental implications

» Long needed upgrades to the Cedar Hills office computers that is to include a wireless high-
speed connection to the internet that we hope will also be available to our guests

Personnel

In 2007, there were two primary changes in personnel. First, Kim Taylor was hired as an
administrative assistant working 12 hours weekly to replace Laura Nielsen. Kim comes to us
with a background in church administration and with a degree in biology. She will be assisting in
the summer with the environmental education component of Camp Cedar Hills. Second, Joe
Bohanon, our property manager, will be retiring, at the end of the year, after ten years of service
and Bob Bellas has been hired as his replacement. Along with Bob’s primary responsibilities to
property maintenance, he will be assisting with the growth of a volunteer system and
fundraising. Bob comes to us with a successful history in this work while he was with the Boy
Scouts of America. We look forward to Kim and Bob expressing their God given gifts in support
of the multi-faceted ministry done in your name, the Diocese of Ohio, at Cedar Hills.

Budget — Major Expenditures

The annual operating budget of Cedar Hills is approximately $420,000 with $160,000 coming
from the diocesan operating budget as support to the overall program. The balance of operating
revenues come from hospitality and program fees, earnings on invested funds and annual
fundraising. The ministries offered through Cedar Hills are labor intensive and the size,
construct and age of the property result in a significant percentage of the expense to run Cedar
Hills. It is fair to say that the operating expenses of Cedar Hills are approximately divided: 34%
personnel expenses, 33% utilities and property related upkeep and 33% program related
expenses. In 2007, it is expected that Cedar Hills will exit the year with slight deficit and will
cover this shortfall from undesignated funds attained from the ISTEA conservation grant
oriented to Cedar Hills' property.

Cedar Hills is a huge investment in program, people and property and | deeply respect your
trust in our caring for this ministry as part of our collective ministry in the Diocese of Ohio. We
will continue to maximize the potential of all of our assets, property and personnel, to bring you
the best recreational, educational and spiritually renewing environment and programs possible.

The Rev. Marie Phillips resigned as chair of the Advisory Board.

Though staff changes affected the store’s ability to commit to some events this year, Sacred
Path was a presence at various other events, including the CSU Imagination Writer’s
Conference in July, the Kenyon Conference in July, the Trinity Cathedral Centennial Gala
in September and a hospice event in September, while also committing to the Diocesan
Convention in November.

The annual Summer Reading Campaign was not held this year because of staff transitions.
Please see Budget Highlights & Major Expenditures below for details and how it has
affected the budget outcome.

In August 2007, Judy Maruszan submitted her resignation as manager of Sacred Path. The
Advisory board discussed job descriptions for staff, and plans for publicizing and
interviewing for the management position. Katherine Pinard was brought on as interim
manager until a new manager was hired.

In October 2007, Clara Sayre accepted the position of manager of Sacred Path.

Budget Highlights & Major Expenditures

As stated above, the Summer Reading Campaign, which brought in $5,330.81 last year,
was not held. This directly impacted the store’s YTD sales, shown below.

Year-to-date sales are down significantly with a budget of $140,199.99 and an actual of
$88,752.61. An even more significant event negatively impacting the budget was the Euclid
Avenue corridor construction, which limited, if not prevented, store access from Euclid
Avenue. All three Trinity Commons storefronts were similarly impacted.

The Income Statement ending in September 30, 2007 showed a slight net surplus of
$185.93. This reflects a slow third quarter, but we are optimistic for a successful fourth
quarter. Sacred Path receives about 33% of its yearly sales from this quarter due to the
Diocesan Convention and holiday sales.

Resolutions as Adopted by the Convention
Resolution 1: Resolution on Minimum Clergy Compensation for 2008

Be it resolved, that the minimum standard of full-time pension-based compensation
(cash salary, utilities, housing, and Social Security tax reimbursement) for clergy serving
congregations in the Diocese of Ohio during 2008 be established as follows:

* At least $46,600 for clergy ordained less than five years;

* At least $55,000 for clergy in charge of congregations with an annual Normal
Operating Income (NOI) of no more than 180,000, and for assistant clergy ordained
more than five years;

* At least $55,000 + 10% of NOI greater than $180,000 up to $360,000, for clergy in
charge of congregations with an annual Ol greater than $180,000;

* At least $73,000 for clergy in charge of congregations with NOI greater than
$360,000; and be it further

Resolved, that in addition to the above minimum standard, it is understood that each
employer of clergy in the Diocese of Ohio shall:

* Make pension assessment payments as the Church Pension Fund shall determine;

* At minimum, provide to clergy and eligible dependents full funding for the least
expensive medical insurance plan offered through the Diocese in the area where the
clergy person resides, or an amount equivalent to cost of the least expensive plan offered
through the Diocese toward a more expensive option. If the parish offers medical
insurance coverage directly, and not through the Diocese, the benefits must equal those
provided by the least expensive plan available through the Diocese.

* Provide appropriate reimbursement for expenses incurred in the course of fulfilling
the responsibilities of the position, including the actual cost of the use of a personal
automobile;

* Allow no fewer than four weeks of paid vacation annually;

* Allow annual professional education/development leave, of no fewer than two weeks,
with a minimum allowance of $750, and be it further

Resolved, that each employer of clergy in the Diocese of Ohio be encouraged to:

* Offer additional benefits either fully funded, or on a pre-tax salary reduction basis
(e.g., dental insurance, reimbursement for routine dental care, annual medical
examination, child-care allowance, etc.);

* Provide for sabbatical and parental leave; and be it finally

Resolved, that the provisions of this resolution be applied on a pro-rata basis to the
minimum compensation and benefits related to positions that are less than full-time and
more than one-quarter time.

Rationale



Title 11, Canon 8, of the Canons of the Diocese of Ohio directs the Annual Convention to
establish a minimum standard of compensation for clergy employed in the Diocese. The
minimum standard for 2008 represents a 2% adjustment from the minimums
established by the 190th Annual Convention for 2007. This figure reflects the annual
increase in the Consumer Price Index projected from the most recent statistics compiled
by the Bureau of Labor Statistics.

The 183rd Annual Convention of the Diocese of Ohio set a goal of raising the median
clergy compensation in the Diocese to the median level for the Episcopal Church as a
whole. In 2006 the Diocese ranked 36th of 100 dioceses in median clergy compensation.
In 2006 the Diocese also had, for the first time since the Commission on Ministry
undertook this comparison,the highest median compensation among the contiguous
dioceses of Ohio, Southern Ohio, Michigan, Indianapolis, and Pittsburgh. This is a
particularly useful comparison because these dioceses are similar in size and
demographics.

The annual Net Operating Income at which parishes are required to provide the
minimum standard of compensation has also been adjusted. This is necessary so that the
growth in actual compensation for full-time clergy does not consume an ever larger share
of the parish’s income, leaving less and less for other purposes.

The cost of medical insurance and health care continues to out-pace the increase in the
cost of living as a whole. The Commission on Ministry is aware that this poses a real
hardship for many parishes, which must pay in full the cost of health insurance for their
clergy. Accordingly, the Commission’s subcommittee on Clergy Compensation plans to
study this issue further in preparation for the 2008 annual Convention.

Definition of Pension-based Compensation

“For pension purposes, your compensation consists of cash salary, Social Security tax
reimbursements, utilities, and housing.

* Cash salary is the stipend you are paid, including bonuses, one-time cash payments,
tuition paid for your dependents, severance and any salary reduction arrangements used
to fund an annuity or other deferred benefit, such as a tax shelteredannuity or 403(b)
plan.

* Social Security tax reimbursement is compensation your employer provides to offset
your self-employment (SECA) taxes.

* Utilities are allowances you receive to cover the cost of your utility bills, such as fuel,
gas, and electricity, or the amount your employer pays for utilities on your behalf.

* Housing is the allowance you receive for this purpose.”

R2: Diocesan Support for Youth Attendance at the 2009 General Convention

Be it resolved, that the Diocese of Ohio respond to the need for innovative ways to reach
the hearts and minds of young people to bring them to Jesus Christ and form them into
active members of the Episcopal Church, and be it further

Resolved, that the 191st Convention of the Diocese of Ohio urge the Ministry with Young
People Cluster to explore and implement ways to encourage the participation of high
school students in the General Convention of 2009; and be it further

Resolved, that the Ministry with Young People Cluster be encouraged to include in its
2009 budget a request for funds necessary to support the attendance of ten (10) high
school students, and two (2) adult chaperones, at the 2009 General Convention.

Rationale

So often, young people lose interest in their church during their teen years. The Diocese
of Ohio needs to be proactive in getting our youth more involved in church leadership at
an early age and keeping them involved, so that they will continue to grow in faith and
support the Church as they move into adulthood. Our youth need to know that the
Episcopal Church truly welcomes them and invites their gifts into our governance as
well. Sending a cross-section of our youth to the General Convention will present an
opportunity to go beyond the surface, gaining a better understanding of current events
and issues and the workings of the Episcopal Church. We live in an “experience” driven
culture. At the convention, our youth will experience a variety of learning formats,
including observation, small group discussion, participation in hearings, new styles of
worship, and much more. It will present a specific opportunity and challenge to them. It
will help strengthen their knowledge of God and further establish them as servant
leaders in their own churches. Finally, it will assist them in gaining the skills they need to
lead their peers and their churches in this crucial time in the life of our church
community. The youth who attended the General Convention in Columbus in 2006 were
deeply moved and changed by the experience. It is important to find funding that does
not compromise the current budget of the Ministry to Young People Cluster.



Resolution 3 Opposition to the Institutions of Slavery and Human
Trafficking

Be it resolved, that the 191st Annual Convention of the Episcopal Diocese of Ohio
declares the Diocese of Ohio to be an Abolitionist Diocese, opposed to the institutions of
slavery and human trafficking, and be it further

Resolved, that the 191st Convention of the Diocese of Ohio urge each parish to learn
about the scope and status of slavery and human trafficking, especially as it is
perpetrated in the United States, in order that they can fully understand the issues and
join the new generation of abolitionists, and be it further

Resolved, that the 191st Convention establish a Task Force on Slavery and Human
Trafficking, appointed by the Bishop, to prepare and provide educational information
and tools to assist parishes in their understanding of the issues and their ability to
prevent slavery and trafficking in the areas where our churches minister, and be it
further

Resolved, that this Task Force on Slavery and Human Trafficking submit a report of its
activities to the 193rd diocesan convention; and be it further

Resolved, that the Secretary of Convention send a copy of this resolution to every diocese
in the Episcopal Church, urging them to become Abolitionist Dioceses also.

Rationale

The 73rd and 74th General Conventions of the Episcopal Church recommended every
diocese bring to its members the domestic and international problem of [human]
trafficking (73rd, Resolution 2000-A057) and condemned domestic and international
trafficking in all persons as an affront to human dignity and human rights (74th,
Resolution 2003-D034).The 75th General Convention of The Episcopal Church passed
Resolution A123 declaring unequivocally that the ongoing institution of slavery in the
United States and in other parts of the world, an institution based on the “ownership” of
some individuals by other individuals, was and is a sin and fundamental betrayal of the
humanity of all involved persons.

The Coalition to Abolish Slavery & Trafficking defines slavery as labor or services that are
performed or provided by another person and are obtained or maintained through an
actor by cause and/or use of threats, physical threats and/or restraints, abuse of the law
and/or legal process, withholding of documents, use of blackmail, and/or use of financial
control over any person.

The Victims of Trafficking and Violence Protection Act of 2000 states that severe forms
of trafficking in persons always include the recruitment, harboring, transportation,
provision or obtaining a person for one the following three purposes:

1. Labor or services through the use of force, fraud, or coercion, AND resulting in
involuntary servitude, peonage, debt bondage or slavery, OR



2. Commercial sex act, through the use of force, fraud, or coercion, OR
3. If the person is under the age of 18, any commercial sex act, whether or not the use
of force, fraud, or coercion is involved.

The institutions of slavery and human trafficking now rival the arms and drug trades as
the largest criminal activity in the world.

There are an estimated 27 million people being held as slaves in the world. Of these,
approximately 80% are female and 50% are children under the age of 18. No country is
immune; there are about 200,000 slaves here in the United States, with another 17,500
trafficked into the US annually and yet another 30,000 trafficked through the US to
other destination countries.

This problem infects not just every country, but virtually every state and large city in the
United States. A woman was grabbed while waiting for a bus on Ontario Street in
downtown Cleveland and forced to work as a sex slave in Detroit. Two Cleveland teenage
girls were trafficked via fraudulent claims and sold into sexual slavery in Florida. Toledo,
Youngstown and other Ohio cities have their own stories. Agricultural communities are
also impacted.

There are many nongovernmental organizations working on various aspects of this
problem, from rescuing and rehabilitating victims to bringing the perpetrators to justice.
Yet the number of victims continues to grow. The Not For Sale Campaign started the
Abolitionist Church Initiative, which encourages churches to engage in modern day
abolitionist work by equipping their congregations with the knowledge and the collective
strength to stand with the 27,000,000 people enslaved worldwide and with the growing
number of emancipated slaves in the United States. The overall goal of the Campaign is
to galvanize anew generation of abolitionists. To date, over 1500 hundred churches have
signed onto this program.



Amendments to the Canons of the Episcopal Diocese of
Ohio as Adopted

First Amendment to the Canons
Title I. Canon 9: Of the Deputies to General Convention

Sec. 1 The Annual Convention shall elect, in the year following each General
Convention, by the joint ballot of the Members of Convention, four clergy canonically
resident in the Diocese, and four members of the laity who shall be adult communicants
in good standing of the Church in the Diocese, to act as Deputies from this Diocese to the
General Convention. The next Annual Convention shall elect, in like manner, four clergy
and four members of the laity, with like qualifications, as Provisional Deputies. These
Provisional Deputies shall fill any vacancy in the order of their election. The Deputies
and Provisional Deputies shall hold their respective office(s) until their successors are
elected, and shall be Deputies, or Provisional Deputies, for any Gene
